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RULES OF

PERTUBUHAN SIKH NAUJAWAN SABHA MALAYSIA
(SIKH NAUJAWAN SABHA MALAYSIA)

NAME AND PLACE OF BUSINESS

The Society shall be known as PERTUBUHAN SIKH NAUJAWAN SABHA
MALAYSIA (SIKH NAUJAWAN SABHA MALAYSIA), hereinafter referred to as
the “Society”.

Its registered place of business shall be at No. 11 A, Jalan Kuantan, Titiwangsa,
50450 Kuala Lumpur or such other place or places as may from time to time be
decided by the Central Committee, and its postal address for correspondence shall
be No. 11 A, Jalan Kuantan, Titiwangsa, 50450 Kuala Lumpur. The registered
place of business of the Society shall not be changed without the prior approval of
the Registrar of Societies. Hereinafter in the Rules of the Society shall be referred
to, as the “Sabha” and the words importing the masculine gender shall include the
feminine gender.

EMBLEM

The emblem of the Sikh Naujawan Sabha Malaysia shall be the Khalsa Nishan in
yellow on a blue pentagon irrespective of its size. '

The official emblem is as attached.

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

The Sabha shall be an institution, with the primary aim of carrying out religious,
educational, welfare and charitable activities in Malaysia.

To advise the Sikh community of the dangers of drug addiction. To provide
counselling services and other assistance to drug addicts and alcoholics.

To participate in cultural and sport activities in the country so as to foster racial
harmony and to promote better understanding with the other races comprising the
Malaysian community.

To provide financial and material assistance to the needy, especially relief of
poverty among the poor and underprivileged by carrying out welfare activities such
as providing food, clothing, shelter and financial aid.
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To assist in carrying out business activities for the benefit of the Sikh community
and to print publish and sell papers, periodicals, badges, emblems and books or
other literary undertakings as may seen conductive to the attainment of the objects
of the Sabha.

To conduct, take part in or send representatives or delegates to religious meetings
and to organize religious activities among Sikh youths by way of holding seminars,

lectures and other activities.

To associate with organizations having objects altogether or in part similar to those
of in the Sabha.

To organize and operate educational and/or welfare institutions to further the aims
and objectives of the Society.

To organize any fund raising projects with the prior approval of the Registrar of
Society and any other relevant authorities.

MEMBERSHIP

The membership of the Sabha shall be open to both males and females in the
States of Malaysia of Malaysian citizens and shall be divided into five (5)
categories.

Ordinary Membership shall be opened to all Malaysian Citizens where the
minimum age limit shall be 18 years. Those who have been initiated into Sikhism by
Panj Piaras (or Five Beloved Ones), that is Amritdhari or Kesadhari Sikhs who
observe the Sikh Rules of Conduct. They shall be eligible to vote or to hold office in
the Sabha.

Junior Membership shall be opened to all under 18 years of age. They shall not be
eligible to vote or to hold office in the Sabha.

Associate Membership shall be open to all those who wish to study Sikhism and
desire to be initiated into the Sikh fold. They shall not have the right to vote or to
hold office in the Sabha.

Life Membership shall be open to all ordinary members who have been invited by
the Central Committee to be a life Member and pay a one-time subscription.

Honorary Membership shall be elected by the Central Committee, but he/she shall
have no right to vote or to be eligible or to hold office in the Sabha.

Every applica'tion for Ordinary and Associate Membership shall be proposed and
seconded by two (2) existing members and shall be forwarded to the Honorary
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Secretary who shall at the first convenient opportunity, submit it to the Central
Committee for approval. The Central Committee may at its discretion reject any
application without assigning any reason therefore.

4.8 Every applicant whose application has been approved as aforesaid shall, upon
payment of the prescribed entrance fee and first annual subscription, be admitted

as a member of the Society and shall be entitled to all the privileges of membership.

4.9  Only Ordinary and Life Members are entitled to vote and hold office in the Society.

5. ENTRANCE FEES, SUBSCRIPTIONS AND OTHER DUES

51 The entrance fees and subscription payable shall be as follows:

5.2  All subscriptions shall be made payable in advance within three (3) months of the
ensuing financial year of the Sabha. Payment shall be made to the Branch
Treasurer, or where no branch exists to the Sabha Treasurer. Voluntary Donations
from Members and Non-Members will be gratefully accepted by the Sabha.

5.3  Any member who allows his subscription to be in arrears to exceed two (2) years
subscription shall receive a written notification signed by or on behalf of the
Secretary, and shall be denied the privileges of membership until he/she settles
their account.

54  Any member who allows his subscription to be in arrears to exceed three (3) years
shall automatically cease to be a member of the Sabha. The Central Committee
shall have the power to fix re-entrance fee for any person who has allowed his/her
membership to lapse through arrears.
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RESIGNATION

A member may resign by giving a notice in writing to the Secretary. His name will
then be deleted from the Registry of Members.

If in the opinion of the Central Committee any action or behaviour of a member is
considered to be prejudicial to the objects of the Sabha or to the tenants of Sikhism,
the Committee shall have the power to delete the name of that member from the
Registry of Members.

PRIVILEGES OF THE MEMBERS

Every member shall have the right to speak at the General Meeting. Only Ordinary
Members shall have the right to vote, to nominate and/or to be nominated for the
office of the JATHEDAR (President), to propose or second any proposal -or
resolution and vote thereon, and to serve in any capacity on the Central Committee,
Branch Committee or sub-Committee.

TRUSTEE

Five (5) Trustees, who must be over 21 years of age, shall be appointed at a
General Meeting and shall hold office during the pleasure of the Sabha. They shall
have vested in them all movable and immovable property whatsoever belonging to
the Sabha and shall deal with it in such a manner as the Central Committee may
direct.

The Trustees shall have power to act in spite of any vacancy amongst the

members. A Trustee may be removed by the members in a General Meeting by a
majority vote for any cause whatsoever detrimental to Sikhism.

MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

The management of the Sabha shall be in the hands of the Central Committee. Its
period of office shall be two (2) years. It shall consist of the following:

(a) JATHEDAR (President)

(b)  SEWAK (Honorary Secretary)

(c) Two (2) MEET JATHEDARS (Vice-Presidents)
(d) MEET SEWAK (Assistant Honorary Secretary)
(e) KHAZANCHI (Honorary Treasurer)

(f) MEET KHAZANCHI (Vice Honorary Treasurer)
(e) Fourteen (14) Members
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The Central Committee shall be the executive body of the Sabha and shall be
responsible only to the general body of the members. It shall meet at least once in
three (3) months. It shall have power to appoint and supervise sub-Committee and
dissolve or suspend such sub-Committee whenever it deems necessary. All sub-
Committee shall be responsible to the Central Committee which shall have full
control over the funds of the Sabha.

The Central Committee shall have the power to purchase or to sell any movable or
immovable property, build Gurdwara Sahib (Sikh Temple), a religious school or any
other building and to own land and other property that may be deemed necessary
for the advancement of the objects of the Sabha. All expenditures shall have the
approval of the Central Committee.

APPOINTMENT OF THE CENTRAL COMMITTEE

The Jathedar (President) shall be elected by the Ordinary Members by unanimous
vote. At the Annual General Meeting of the Sabha, should there be more than one
nomination, a vote will be taken. The two persons polling the highest number of
votes will then submit themselves for re-election. The winner will then submit
himself/herself for unanimous vote, which will be granted in keeping with the Sikh
discipline.

The Jathedar (President) may not serve for more than two (2) consecutive terms,
each being of two (2) years duration.

The Jathedar (President) may be removed from office by a majority vote at an
Extraordinary General Meeting called for that purpose. In the event of his removal
the Committee shall automatically resign and a new Jathedar (President) will be
elected.

The Jathedar (President) shall appoint the remaining members of the Central

Committee at the General Meeting at which he is elected. He shall have the power
to remove any members of the Central Committee to which he has appointed.

APPOINTMENT OF BRANCH COMMITTEES

The procedure set out for the appointment of the Central Committee shall apply to
the appointment of the Branch Committees.
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
